SUPAFINE – DOUBLE EXPOSURE – PHOTOSHOP ACTIONS
Double or multiple exposure images are used extensively in poster and cover art. They are useful to express several messages at once or to bring together complimentary elements to enhance a single idea in one hit. Great for one-off pieces, portfolio fillers or something unique to upload to your social media accounts.
There are 3 sets of actions to choose from, each utilising a different blending technique which offers a huge scope for creativity. If one technique doesn’t work for the images you’ve chosen – just try another. 
The 3 techniques are:
Double-Base: involves overlaying two separate images with a duplicated base image on top, like a “base sandwich” with the top layer set to the Screen blending mode. Great for most images, it’s fast and versatile.
Luminance: makes use of the Lighten blending mode in conjunction with Exposure and Black & White adjustment layers to blend the luminance values of two images. 
Blend If… : involves the use of Photoshop’s advanced blending mode where you can specify a range of pixels (on two layers) that will end up being visible in the final image.
Extras – Also included in this pack are 2 bonus actions, an easy depth of field effect and a quick high-pass sharpen action.

How to Use the Double Exposure Actions
1. The first thing you’ll need to do is open an image into Photoshop. Select the Actions panel if yours is already available to you, otherwise select Window and Actions and it should appear. Click on the menu icon and select load actions. Navigate to the SupaFine Double Exposure 3 in 1 actions file and click load.
2. Inside, you’ll find 5 sets of actions. The first 3 are 3 different techniques for achieving a double exposure effect and the last 2 are simple post blur and sharpening effects.
3. Select a set of actions and click on the play button at the bottom. The first message that appears informs you that at this stage you can either isolate your subject or leave it as is for a full frame effect.
4. Click STOP and apply your mask (or not). Click the play button to resume.
5. The next message asks you to select the image you want to combine to create the double exposure. Click CONTINUE. Choose your image and select PLACE. The transform tool appears twice. Just hit enter for the first one then it reappears with your image’s opacity dialled down to 50%. Just makes it easier to position and resize. Hit CONTINUE.
6. The next message gives you the option of brushing out any unwanted details or hard overlapping edges. Hit STOP to close the message.
7. Click on the little play button to resume the action. It should run through to the end.
How to Use the Bonus Actions
8. For depth of field effect action, select it and click on the little play button and let it run through. It takes a snapshot and applies a heavy Gaussian blur. With the layer mask selected and using the brush tool you can bring features back into focus by painting over the image
9. For the quick sharpen, select the quick sharpen action and click on the little play button. What it does is apply a high-pass sharpening of the entire image. You can use the layer mask to hide/reveal portions of sharpness as and where needed.
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
